There are many screening options, but whichever you choose, the American Cancer Society
recommends regular screening starting at age 45. Even if you've screened before, you'll need to 
screen again when your healthcare provider recommends.1,4

When caught in early stages, CRC is more treatable in about 90% of people5*

CRC typically starts as a polyp on the wall of the colon or rectum which may develop into cancer1 

Many people with early-stage CRC have no symptoms, but screening can detect signs of cancer1

Black Americans are most likely to develop and die from colon cancer2

Hispanic Americans have the second-highest death rate due to colon cancer2

Regular screening can help find CRC in early stages, which is why it's important to screen on time.1
